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Chronology of Events that lead to the current situation in Oaxaca. 

May 22: Teachers from Section 22 of the  teachers' union (Sindicato Nacional de Trabajadores de la Educacion) begin the strike. 

June 14: Early morning governor Ulises Ruiz Ortiz from the PRI orders more than 1000 police to the historic center during to displace the teachers' sit-in.  After a couple hours, the teachers regroup and return. 

June 16-July 25: Tens of thousands of citizens of the capital of Oaxaca and the rest of the state join the teachers' sit-in and organize massive marches demanding the resignation of Ulises Ruiz.  The Asamblea Popular de los Pueblos de Oaxaca APPO is born.  

July 26: APPO initiates a series of actions in different locations in Oaxaca and closes off access to state offices.  

August 1st: Three thousand women of APPO march in Oaxaca and take over state radio and television stations. 

August  7-22: State and federal police along with armed men wearing civilian clothing increase the violence against the movement and arrest APPO liders in the streets of Oaxaca.

 August  22: Unidentified and armed men asassinate two people during the protests and hurt various others.  APPO organizes more than 1000 barricades throughout Oaxaca city to impede more incursions with police and gunmen. 

August  29-September 20: APPO members travel to Mexico City to speak with the Interior Minister.  No agreement is reached.  


September 21: The teachers' union (El sindicato de maestros)and APPO initiate a march of more than 4000 members to Mexico City, where another sit-in will be established in front of the Congress.  The teachers and the APPO cross four states, 300 miles as they arrive in Mexico City, during the beginning of October.  

September 25: President Fox meets with PRI governors to discuss the conflict in Oaxaca.  The spokesperson for the president, Ruben Aguilar, declares that Fox will resolve the problem in Oaxaca before the 30 of November, the last day of his 

term in office.  Ulises Ruiz attempts to reopen the schools and threatens to fire the teachers who do not return to teach.  His attempt failes.  

September 26: The interior minister sends a proposal that the 

Federal Police (PFP) be used in Oaxaca. 

October 2:  5,000 members of the APPO arrive in Mexico City demanding that the Congress declare the state government not functional.  The Congress refuses to take action. 

October 25-26: Members of  the Section 22 of the teachers' union meet to decide whether they will return to clases.  After two days of votes and meetings, the vote is 32,000 against and 20,000 for the return to the classrooms and the union begins the discussions about the terms and conditions for the return to clases.  

October  27:  PRI paramilitaries called the White Guards or (Guardias blancas), who are protected by the police attack the APPO barricades  in Oaxaca with gunfire.   As a result, there were at least 4 deaths (one of them, Brad Will, an American reporter from INDYMEDIA) and 30 hurt
